The regular and consent agendas for the October 19, 2006, meeting, Feather River College, Chester Center, Chester, CA were approved (Cassity/Marshall), unanimous.

* 1. Motion Items

 

a) Michael Bagley, Chief Instructional Officer, presented several new and revised courses including those for the Early Childhood Education and Nursing programs. He stated that most of the revisions related to inclusion of Student Learning Outcomes and course outlines.
The new and revised courses were approved as presented, (Elliott/Marshall), unanimous.

b) Susan Carroll, Superintendent/President, explained that at the September meeting, there was a motion to remove approval of senior administrator contracts from the consent agenda and have them placed on the agenda as a motion item at the October meeting. She recommended approval of all administrators’ contracts.
Extensions of administrator contracts for Michael Bagley, Chief Instructional Officer;  James Scoubes, Chief Financial Officer;  Dennis Bailey-Fougnier, Chief Student Services Officer; Cameron Abbott, Director of Human Resources; and Rand Groh, Information Services Manager were approved as presented (Sheehan/Marshall), unanimous.

c) Dr. Carroll reported that her current contract will expire in June 2008 at which time she will have served the district for eight years. She expressed her wish to retire at that time and requested that her contract not be extended beyond June 30, 2008.

A motion was made to accept a letter from Dr. Carroll expressing her intention to retire on June 30, 2008 (Elliott/Sheehan), unanimous.

* 3. Special Items/Reports
a) Jim Boland, Director Central Plumas Parks and Recreation District, stated that he wished to celebrate the collaborative symbiotic relationship shared between the college and CPPRD. Mr. Boland described several examples of collaborative efforts between FRC and the CPPRD over the past 27 years. Jerry Sipe, CPPRD Board member, stated that it was critical to CPPRD that the current relationship be maintained for the benefit of everyone involved.
b)  Jim Scoubes, Chief Financial Officer, presented the District’s First Quarter Budget Report as of September 30, 2006. He stated that the revenues and expenditures for the year are in line with board approved budget. Mr. Scoubes informed the board members that the Unrestricted General Fund had received $1,660,789 or 15% of budgeted resources, and the Restricted General Fund had received $677,916 or 21% of budgeted resources. 
c) Dr. Carroll presented a list of articles that the District has interest in         negotiating with CSEA, Local #712 for the 2007-2010 contract. 
d) Dennis Bailey-Fougnier reported on the progress of the Accreditation Task Force #2. He stated that 60% of instructional program reviews have been completed and that the rest are in progress. He expects to be completed within this academic year. He explained that each department or program will complete program reviews. The task force has assigned timelines for completion of all program reviews to administrations, and instructional and non-instructional programs. 
e)
 Dr. Michael Bagley reported on the progress of the Accreditation Task Force #6. He explained that the task force has completed an inventory of all course outlines, established a tracking system for progress and completion, and updated 127 course outlines to date. Dr. Bagley reported that Shelley Miller, Co-Chair and Child Development Instructor, has been instrumental in providing the expert review of Student Learning Outcome development for all course outlines as required in the WASC recommendation. Mr. Bagley reported that the remainder of the implementation of the SLOAC process will be outlined in a time lime that will be completed by the end of fall 2006.
D.  COMMUNICATIONS AND REPORTS

a) Trustee Reports

Trustee Marshall commented on the recent negative article in the Feather River Bulletin regarding allegations of conflict of interest on the part of Board President Irene Burkey. Mr. Marshall reported that research he had done revealed that the district’s Statement of Economic Interest forms are required to be filed in the Superintendent/President’s Office, not with the FPPC or County Counsel. Debra Moore, Managing Editor, Feather River Bulletin, indicated that the reporter writing the article had received misinformation from the county regarding the filing process of the Statement of Economic Interest forms. Dr. Carroll read a prepared statement regarding the article. Trustee Elliott suggested that Dr. Carroll request clarification and advice from the Plumas County Counsel on the conflict of interest issue. 
Trustee Cassity expressed his appreciation and commended Dr. Carroll on her service to Feather River College and to the community college system. Trustee Cassity further stated that the job of presidents in the state of California has become very difficult, and noted that Dr. Carroll’s continuing dedication to participation on statewide committees is very valuable. 
b) Associated Students
Ryan Grant, Associated Student Body President, reported that the goal of the student organization is to positively impact the college by implementing a “Green Campus” program and continued campus-wide collaborations. Student Trustee Russell reported on student life and students’ excitement about current athletic performances and standings. He elaborated on college career night, stressing its value to assist students in considering their futures. 
c) Academic Senate
Rick Stock, Academic Senate President, reported that the Academic Senate had met twice since the last Board meeting. He stated that BP2510 and AP2510 (Participation in Local Governance) had been passed. Mr. Stock noted that the revisions to AP2510 increased the role of classified employees in shared governance. He stated that the Academic Senate will continue to work on faculty hires for the coming year.
d) Classified Senate
Jody Beynon, Classified Senate President, reported that AP2510 is a milestone and important document that has been in process for two and a half years. Ms. Beynon also reported on the recent Student Services Retreat, stating that it was a successful exercise in team building.
e) Instruction
Michael Bagley, Chief Instructional Officer, reported that the Vice President of the Accrediting Commission would be visiting the Chester Campus and the Fall River Mills Nursing Offsite Facility on October 23, 2006. Mr. Bagley also announced that the Health, Exercise Studies and Physical Education Degree Program had received final approval from the Chancellor’s Office. 
f) Student Services
Dennis Bailey-Fougnier elaborated on the Student Services Retreat that took place October 17, 2006. He stated that Student Learning Outcomes were the focus of most of the afternoon and significant progress in each service area was made. Mr. Bailey-Fougnier informed the Board that Disabled Students Programs and Services is celebrating their 30th year anniversary open house on October 20, 2006. He added that Mary Spady, Director of Financial Aid, has been elected to serve as Secretary of the State Association of Financial Aid Directors. 
g) Superintendent/President
Dr. Carroll introduced Cynthia Hall, currently employed as a Student Services Technician, as her new Administrative Assistant. She explained that Ms. Hall would be taking Lori Bergum’s place, as Ms. Bergum will be transitioning into her new position as Marketing and Outreach Coordinator on November 1. Dr. Carroll added that Ms. Bergum’s new position would involve recruitment, college events, and public relations.
Dr. Carroll informed the board that the Feather River College Rodeo would be taking place October 21 and 22, 2006 and extended an invitation from Jesse Segura and Russell Reid to attend.
 Dr. Carroll also reported that the County Clerk’s Office had advised the college that its trustee districts are inconsistent with the county’s precinct boundaries, which creates a problem when ballots must be sent to specific addresses within a precinct. She will be working with a consultant to determine new trustee districts that reflect both precinct boundaries and changes in population.  She also indicated that when the district boundaries were expanded by the Plumas Unified School District in 1992, the college’s district boundaries were not changed even though the authorization establishing FRCCD required that the two district boundaries be co-terminus.  She reported that the process to correct the apparent oversight was in progress, but would take several months to complete. 
The meeting was adjourned at 4:03 p.m. (Marshall/Sheehan), unanimous.
