* SPECIAL PRESENTATION – Contribution from Plumas Bank
Dr. Susan Carroll, Superintendent/President, introduced Doug Biddle, President of Plumas Bank, Clare Churchill, Vice-President, Compliance and CRA Officer, and Elizabeth Kuipers, Vice-President, Marketing and Investor Relations. She reported that Plumas Bank had committed to providing a very generous contribution for the college’s Allied Health Building that they were there today to formally present Feather River College with the first of two checks totaling $50,000.  Mr. Biddle stated that it was the bank’s honor and privilege to present the gift to Feather River College knowing that the investment will advance the education of our students as well as enhance the health care opportunities in our communities.  He stated that the Allied Health Care Program was especially meaningful to Plumas Bank because it reaches several of the same communities that both Plumas Bank and Feather River College serve.

* 1. Motion Items

a) Michael Bagley, Chief Instructional Officer, presented several new and revised courses for approval including a new Wildlife Management Support Technician certificate, courses for Early Childhood Education, and a new Equine Studies Ag course. He stated that most of the revisions related to inclusion of Student Learning Outcomes and course outlines.
The new and revised courses were approved as presented, (Elliott/Cassity), unanimous.

Shelley Morrison, Director, Childhood Development Center  presented Resolution 06/07-05 Agreement with the California Department of Education to Accept Resource Award Funding for the FRC Child Development Program for Infant-Toddler Child Care for Fiscal Year 2006-07. * 3. Special Items/Reports
a) Jim Scoubes, Chief Financial Officer, presented the District’s Monthly Budget Report as of October 31, 2006. He stated that the revenues did not accurately reflect the October revenue received because these amounts were not available in time to meet the reporting deadline. Mr. Scoubes reported that the expenditures for the year are in line with board approved budget. 
b)
Dr. Thomas Heaney, History Instructor, reported on the progress of the Accreditation Task Force #4 – Research and Planning. He stated that the task force is essentially focused on instructional research and how to use data. Dr. Heaney stated that Sally Donovan, Classified Co-Chair of the committee was also present. He reported that the committee had been working to incorporate systems data, transcript information, business processes and other elements that will result in better integration of institutional information.  Dr. Heaney also reported that there is the need to show individuals how to access the data and information, and communicate with administrators to find out what data it is that they need on a regular basis. Dr. Heaney reported that there is a considerable amount of institutional research information available now through the Feather River College website and it was the goal of the committee to make this information easier for everyone to access. In response to Trustee Elliott’s comment about the importance of timelines, Sally Donovan reported that timelines and schedules were in place for training and for the implementation of new systems.  
c) Jodi Beynon reported on the progress of Accreditation Task Force #5 – Participation/Collaboration. Ms. Beynon reported that BP2510/AP2510 (Participation in Shared Governance) had been approved by Cabinet and is scheduled for Board review and action in December. Ms. Beynon stated that this would be a major step towards improving the participation of all constituencies in shared governance. She stated that Task Force #4 would refocus in early 2007, and that they would look to provide training for new and current employees that would facilitate more involvement in other aspects of institutional decision-making. 
d) Dr. Carroll stated that the report on the Facilities Master Planning Process with Michael Leighton of NTDStichler would be deferred until the December Board of Trustees meeting.
D.  COMMUNICATIONS AND REPORTS

a) Trustee Reports

Trustee Cassity commented on the recent article in The Communicator by Mick Presnell. Noting that although the college is below the state average in the number of contact hours in basic skills instruction, the preponderance of under-prepared students is not unusual. He reported that, in 2002, 93% of students at San Diego Mesa College tested at levels reflecting the need for basic skills in three areas (math, composition, and reading).  Mesa College, however, had placed 50% of those students into contact hour programs through an articulation process. Trustee Cassity stated that, although students want to take transferable coursework, many do not have the academic preparation to do so. He stated that it was important that the district more fully fund and move in a direction of providing courses offering more contact with basic skills instructors in small groups, and that courses requiring extensive computer-aided instruction should be avoided.
Trustee Elliott thanked Dr. Carroll and Pat Buckner, Director of Nursing, for the presentation they gave to the Plumas Bank Board of Directors on November 15, 2006. Dr. Carroll reported that Feather River College still has an obligation to raise the rest of the funds for the Allied Health Building and took the opportunity to announce that the North Far North Consortium had committed an additional $10,000. 
Dr. Irene Burkey, President, Board of Trustees, introduced Elsie Wesley as the new Director of the Chester Community Chorus. Dr. Burkey reported that Ms. Wesley is originally from the Philippines, comes to the position with great qualifications, and will be assuming her new role with the spring 2007 concert. Ms. Wesley stated that she is looking forward to the opportunity to serve as the new Director.      
b) Associated Students
Student Trustee Scott Russell apologized to the Board because he would have to leave the Board meeting early to attend an Associated Student Body Leadership Conference. He stated that Dennis Bailey-Fougnier, Chief Student Services Officer, would be presenting information on his behalf. Trustee Russell departed the meeting at 3:55 p.m.  
c) Academic Senate
Rick Stock, Academic Senate President, reported that the Academic Senate had met regarding new faculty hires and related position descriptions. Mr. Stock stated that faculty positions in Health and Physical Education, Political Science History, and Administration of Justice had been approved by the Academic Senate and would be placed on the agenda for review by the Board at its December meeting. 
d) Classified Senate
Jodi Beynon, Classified Senate President, reported that spring 2007 registration is currently taking place.  
e) Instruction
Dr. Michael Bagley, Chief Instructional Officer, congratulated Rick Stock, Academic Senate President, on the cohesiveness of the faculty and leadership qualities displayed in the Council on Instruction on the issue of new faculty hires. Dr. Bagley reported that his office is currently working on policy and procedures as they relate to Student Learning Outcomes.
f) Student Services
Dennis Bailey-Fougnier, Chief Student Services Officer, reported on behalf of ASB that new identification cards have been created and are much improved. 
Mr. Bailey-Fougnier reported that Student Services has been working on Student Learning Outcomes and estimated they would be done by the time of the spring accreditation progress report. 
Mr. Bailey-Fougnier stated Student Services is currently sponsoring the Laundry Basket Project. This project includes collecting household and personal items to give to the Plumas County Domestic Violence Crisis Center. He also reported that a free Thanksgiving Day lunch was being provided to students and staff on November 21, 2006. He also expressed congratulations to the soccer and football coaches on their post season playoff games and bowl game invitation.  
g) Superintendent/President
Dr. Carroll reported that the passage of Proposition of 1D assures that the college will receive a new library and technology building within the next two to three years. She stated that there is a celebration being planned for the near future that will feature architectural drawings and that board members would be notified when the date is confirmed. 

Dr. Carroll called attention to a handout containing the list of articles being proposed by the full time faculty for discussion with the administration in upcoming negotiations.  She noted that a presentation of proposals will be scheduled for the January meeting.  
Dr. Carroll advised the board that an update on the progress of the eight task forces addressing the recommendations of the accrediting commission had been included in their board packets. 
The meeting was adjourned at 4:19 p.m. (Cassity/Elliott), unanimous.
