Scholarships and Qualifications
The Schramel Family is offering a $1000 scholarship in memory of Paul Francis Schramel.  The scholarship is payable at $500 per semester and may be renewable for a second year. Priority is given to Indian Valley residents.  

The Schoensee Family is pleased to offer scholarships in the amount of $250 per semester, for a maximum of four semesters (or $1,000). This scholarship is available to any student planning to enroll at Feather River College. Students must be enrolled in 12 units each semester. In order to renew the scholarship for the second year, the student must have completed 24 units with a GPA of 3.0 or better.  

The Central California Inland Fisheries Kokanee & Salmon Foundation, Inc. (Phil Johnson Memorial Scholarship), also known as Kokanee Power, provides $1500 for student scholarships.  These scholarships may provide up to $1000 depending on the number of applicants. Though priority is given to environmental studies students participating in the hatchery and fisheries courses, any student can apply. The Foundation requests that a personal essay describing the applicants drive and desire for working with natural resources of at least two pages be submitted along with the application.
The Academic Senate provides two $500 scholarships for a returning student who has completed 20 units or more. Students must have a GPA of 3.5 or higher to qualify.  One letter of reference must be from an FRC faculty member.
The Rose Cortez Memorial Scholarship provides $100-$600 book scholarships to students who have previously completed 12 units at FRC. Students must be enrolled full time and have a GPA of 3.0 or better. Scholarships are intended for continuing FRC students.  Two reference forms must be attached. One must be from an FRC classified (non-teaching) staff member and one from a faculty member or other personal reference (examples:  a high school teacher or administrator, employer, clergyman, community organizer, etc.) 
Faculty Union provides two $300 scholarships for currently enrolled students. Applicants must be enrolled full time and have a GPA of 3.5 or higher to qualify.  

The Garrett Olney Scholarship provides two $780 scholarships to cover tuition costs ($390 per semester) solely to undocumented students who have graduated from a California high school and who qualify for resident tuition pursuant to the provisions of AB 540.   Students must be enrolled at FRC full-time to receive the scholarship, and must prove their academic qualifications and their desire to get a higher education. The Osher Scholarship:  Applicants must have successfully completed 24 or more degree applicable units at the time of the initial scholarship disbursement, must be enrolled at least ½ time during all semesters in which the award remains active, must be a California resident who is receiving the BOG waiver, and must have a cumulative GPA of at least a 2.0. Annual awards are up to $1000 each and will be pro-rated based on enrollment. Osher Scholarships may be renewed.
The George T. McNulty Student Success Osher Scholarship:  Applicants must have successfully completed 24 or more degree applicable units at the time of the initial scholarship disbursement, must be enrolled in a minimum of 12 units in the semester in which the award remains active, must be a California resident who is receiving the BOG waiver, and must have a cumulative GPA of at least a 3.0.  One annual scholarship up to $ 500 will be awarded and is non renewable.
