ESSENTIAL DUTIES: The following duties are typical of those performed by employees in this job title; however, employees may perform other related duties, and not all duties listed are necessarily performed by each employee in the job title.

Feather River College seeks a broadly qualified individual to work under the direction of the Dean of Instruction to teach courses in mathematics and basic skills in mathematics.  The candidate should be able to teach all courses up through calculus, but should have a demonstrated interest and ability to teach students at the basic-skills level and should expect basic skills mathematics and pre-collegiate mathematics to be an ongoing teaching responsibility.  Previous experience with developmental students is a plus.

The successful candidate will:

· Instruct basic skills, pre-collegiate, and college-level courses in mathematics.  The main focus of the position is on basic skill through college-level algebra, though the ability to teach up to calculus is of interest.

· Help students at the basic skills and pre-collegiate level master the course material and reach their potential.

· Develop and maintain curriculum in mathematics. 

· Maintain thorough and up-to-date knowledge of the mathematics teaching field.

· Provide high-quality and professional instruction. 

· Use and develop a variety of effective teaching and assessment methods including those employing computers and information technology, to engage student interest, and support a variety of learning styles which relate to Student Learning Outcomes (SLO). 

· Maintain and submit accurate records according to published deadlines (e.g., grades, syllabi, census reports).

· Participate in articulation and recruitment activities with high schools and transfer institutions.

· Build and maintain relationships with local employers and public and private agencies in related occupational fields.

· Participate in college duties such as hold regular office hours, committee membership, shared governance, student advising, program promotion, and college and community services.

· Ability to use computer technology as it relates to instruction.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS:
· Hold a Master’s degree in mathematics or applied mathematics OR Bachelor’s in either of the above AND Master’s in statistics, physics, or mathematics education OR the equivalent
DESIREABLE QUALIFICATIONS:

· Certification and training to teach basic skills and pre-collegiate mathematics.

· Experience teaching basic skills. Sensitivity to under-prepared students and different learning styles.

· Ability to teach statistics and calculus.

· Experience teaching at the college level. 

· Ability to teach math for prospective educators.

· Ability to communicate effectively in the classroom with students of varying academic abilities and diverse backgrounds.

· Ability to communicate and willingness to work cooperatively with all college constituencies.
